1. Replace the four function buttons with a four button Radio Button Group.

2. Enclose the calcuations in a try catch group.  See how many specific exceptions you can check for.

3. Use the expanded MessageBox.Show command to display the exception message.

4. What happens if you try to divide by zero?  If you have time try the divide by zero again, except this time use integers rather than doubles.
