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1. Create a directory like C:\Demo.

2. Download Demo.zip file to this directory

3. Unzip all files to C:\ directory (should put the files into c:\Demo).

4. Build SampleClass project.

5. Build SimpleClient project.

6. Add reference for SampleClass to SimpleClient.

7. Test SimpleClient.

8. Open a command window.

9. Set default to c:\Demo (cd c:\Demo);

10. Run corvars.bat file to set .NET variables.

11. Create a public and private key pair ( sn –k SampleClass.snk.

12. Copy SampleClass.snk to the c:\SampleClass\bin\Debug directory.

13. Edit the AssemblyInfo.cs file, adding the following two lines of code after the using System; statement at the top of the class file.
 using System;

 using System.Reflection;

[assembly: AssemblyKeyFile("C:\\Demo\\SampleClass\\bin\\Debug\\SampleClass.snk")]

14. Rebuild the SampleClass project.

15. Set default to the SampleClass\bin\Debug directory (cd SampleClass\bin\Debug).

16. Add the SampleClass.dll file to the GAC.  (gacutil –i SampleClass.dll).

17. Verify that the it was added correctly (gacutil –l SampleClass).

18. Test SimpleClient, verify it still works.

19. Using the Solution Explorer, expand References and then view the properties of the SampleClass Reference.  You should see a Copy Local property set to true.  Change it to false.

20. Rebuild the SimpleClient project and retest.  It should still work, although you are using the GAC version of the code.

21. Use the ildasm.exe utility to explore the Manifest.  What does it tell you?

22. Now use the gacutil to remove SampleClass from the GAC (gacutil –u SampleClass).

23. Retest the SimpleClient project.  What happens?

24. Return to Solution Explorer ( References ( SampleClass and flip the Copy Local property to true.

25. Retest.  What happens now?
