Note: As always, if the following directions seem too restrictive, feel free to exercise your creativity!

Goal: 

Write a very simple Web Form Application that displays the current time when you click the button.

1. Create An ASP.NET Web Application named WebTime.

2. Add a label with the name “WebTime”, set the font size to XX-Large.

3. Add two TextBoxs or Labels to display the time.  Reset the font size to Medium.

4. Add a Button labeled “Update Time”.  Add code to the OnClick function to set the first TextBox/Label to Now.ToLongTimeString and the third TextBox/Label to Now.ToLongDateString.
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5. Add a global Boolean to alter the backcolor of the primary label.  After each button click check the Boolean and reset the color (i.e. if true backcolor = red, if false backcolor = blue). 

6. Run it – keep track of your observations.

7. Find the project directory and the directory with the solution files.
